supported living

My first Year of Self determination.

Through Self-Determination I 
worked on my health and 
wellness. I was able to purchase 
through my funds a Nordic Trac 
exercise bike and a bowflex I was 
able to lose the needed weight 
for a surgery. 



Second Year 

The second Year I worked on 
employment. I was able to purchase 
a computer, printer/scanner, and a 
file cabinet. And I had an unmet 
need that came up. My insurance 
max out. I was able to use my Self -
Determination fund and purchase 
crowns and fillings for my teeth.



Third year

I just started on my third year. My 

goals is going back to live meetings 

has not started yet but, I have a plan 

in place for transportation to and from 

my meetings that way I can be 

successful with my committees 



Staff

ÔI also was able to hire my own staff 
through Self -Determination. I was 
able to hire my independent living 
skills instructor through a vendor for 
more pay and less money than it 
cost the Regional Center to pay for 
a vendor.

I like how I am in the driver seat. What 

I mean by that is I get to choose what 

I want and how to make myself 

successful at what I do with my 

volunteer positions. I really like the Self 

Determination system.

ÔFocuses on the future of the 
participant based on their 
strengths and capabilities

ÔRC can fund up to $2500 for 
the initial PCP to assist with 
the transition into SDP

Option 2 

Ô Person-centered plan

initial PCP

Independent Facilitator (IF) 

Ô OPTIONAL

Ô Provides the family/participant with support in making informed decisions 

Ô Locate, access, and coordinate the services and supports in the participants IPP

Ô Lead, participate in and/or advocating on the participantôs behalf during the person-centered 

planning process

Ô Funded through the participants SDP budget



Budget 

Ô12 months of expenditures

ÔSubtraction of one-time costs

ÔAddition of unmet needs 

ÔThe budget is not increased to fund an IF and/or FMS 

ÔBudget can be modified throughout the SDP year if needs 

change

ÔAmounts are based on traditional rates for services

Regional Center:

Participant/Family: 

ÔReviews budget

ÔAgrees to budget

Ô If not in agreement: 

ÔCan revisit the budget with Regional Center 

ÔDue Process 



Spending Plan

Ô Developed by the participant sometimes with the assistance of the IF

Ô Identifies the services and items the participant needs to implement their IPP 

(including service and amount)

Ô Parents of minor children or spouses of the participant CANNOTbe paid service 

providers 

Ô Parents of the adult participantCAN be paid for goods and services 

Ô Services and supports identified must be a part of the Federally approved services 

and supports



Spending Plan

Regional Center: 

Ô Review participantôs completed Spending Plan 

Ô Ensures services meet Federally approved services and 

supports and meet HCBS Final Rule 

Ô Coordinate funding between the participant and the FMS

Participant/Family:

Ô Identifies and selects services, supports, and 

providers

Ô Creates Spending Plan (with IF support)

Ô Submit Spending Plan to Regional Center 



Home and Community Based Services 

(HCBS) The Final Rule

Ô January 2014- CMS (Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services) issued final regulations or rules 

regarding HCBS

Ô Full access to the benefits of community living and services and supports in settings that are integrated in the 

community

Ô Service providers have until March 2023 to make changes to become compliant in traditional Regional 

Center services but with SDP it is now 

Ô DDS issued a directive in March 2022 with additional guidance and assessment tool 



Financial Management Services(FMS)

Ô REQUIRED 

Ô Helps to manage the SDP budget 

Ô Completes the background check for providers chosen 

Ô Provides monthly expenditure reports 

Ô Fees funded by the RC

ÔFNRC has 103 people enrolled in 

SDP as of  03/01/23.

Ô1 person has opted out of  the 

program after enrolling and 2 clients 

passed away.

ÔOn 03/01/23 our Regional Center 

created dedicated caseloads to 

manage SDP.

ÔThe primary barrier to fast 

enrollment in our region is a lack of  

available FMS providers.

Å SDP allows people who live in rural areas or who have 

been underserved by traditional services to access 

creative alternatives and get the things they need to 

reach their goals!

Å SDP offers an alternative way to access culturally 

appropriate supports.
